Director of Golf - Monthly Report

The highlight of January 2016 after the New Year's Day
Scramble was the Algarvian Invitational Senior Tournament,
which was played for its fourth year running. The same as
last year, it was organized as a joint venture with Quinta do
Lago and played over the Pinheiros Altos Pines-Corks course
and Quinta do Lago North course over four very competitive
rounds of golf. On the final hole of the final round, three players
were in contention; Simon Brown, Paul Wesselingh and Juan
Quiroz. Simon managed to win with a score of 13 under par for
the four day tournament...even with Juan Quiroz shooting 65
on his closing round to tie in second place at 12 under par with
Paul Wesselingh. Simon Brown won the €7,000 prize money for
first place. The tournament was a great success with 105 players,

80 of which were professionals.

The tournament started with a dinner at Bovino, which was much
appreciated by all players and guests. While the presentation
took place at Pinheiros Altos on the putting green, and even
the sun was part of the day. Both courses were presented in
top condition and all players were very complimentary about
the tournament organization, which is a ramp to grow for next
year. Of course, the tournament would not have been possible
without the on-going support from the sponsor John Waters
who has been sponsoring since the first event. He was joined
this year by Denis O’Brian as a joint sponsor. Thanks to them

the prize money for the tournament was up to €32,020.

We are already planning next year’s tournament, which will be
as strongly supported as this year; we already have the sponsor
confirmed and many players have already shown interest in

returning to the Algarve to play next year.

Prior to the Algarvian Invitational, we also organized the first
Algarvian Charity Pro Am in Partnership with Quinta do Lago,
San Lorenzo and Dona Filipa hotel. It was played over Quinta
do Lago South and North, San Lorenzo and Pinheiros Altos.
The majority of the 92 participants stayed at Dona Filipa Hotel
and we feel 23 teams competing in the first year showed great

success. All the teams have already confirmed their participation

in next year’s Algarvian Charity Pro Am, which will be open
to 35 teams in total. The winners were James Murphy’s team
with Eric McNichol, Blake Norton and Sam Prince as his three
amateurs. They scored 34 under par for the four days. The
individual Pro score was won by Simon Brown for shooting
four under par... and he also went on to win the Algarvian

Invitational the following week.

On a personal note I would like to thank all my staff involved
in organizing the tournament and especially the Greens Staff
with the help of the Greens Committee. They have made a
tremendous effort to recover the golf course and presented it in

a fantastic condition.

Winter Medal was won by Fiona Thomson with a score of
71, while the January Stableford was won by Melody Cortterill
with a score of 40 points. Congratulations to both ladies on

their win!

Please keep an eye open for the Easter board, which will be up
soon - with a special day planned on 20th March to celebrate
St Patrick’s Day.

The Algarve is renowned for its abundance of wildlife
and insects, in particular its many species of butterflies

and moths.

Over the next few weeks, the Pine Processionary Moth
larvae, whose hibernating nests adorn the many pine trees
around Pinheiros Altos, will hatch into hundreds of large,

hairy, striped caterpillars.

Action to remove nests took place in November 2015 and
will be repeated over the next few weeks, however some

areas may still have caterpillar nests.

Whilst they may look interesting and harmless, please do

not touch any hairy caterpillars as their hairs are often toxic.

Not everyone is allergic however, direct contact can cause

burn-like lesions on the fingers and other parts of the skin.

Contact with the airborne hairs can cause an itchy rash and

even conjunctivitis of the eye in some cases.

Parents and guardians should also be particularly watchful

of young children.

Antihistamine creams will help any itching and those with

eye problems should seek professional medical help.

Report from the Greens Committee

The exceptionally mild winter has accelerated the recovery
of the greens from the “dollar spot”, which caused so much
anguish for us and members over the autumn months. It
had the perverse effect of us seeing, I believe for the first
time in many years, “fusarium patch” on the fairways and in

particular on the first of “Pines”.

The greens are now much better and members will see that
we have returned to both micro tining and using a roller to
increase the “stimp meter” reading, and therefore the speed
on the greens. The green’s staff have fertilized all the greens
with a fine quality fertilizer, which should be evident with

fine sward and colour in the next few weeks.

We received many positive comments about our course from
professionals at the recent Senior Pro Tournament, and the
winning score of 13 under par reflected what quality golf
can produce. The two courses used in the competition also
reflected similar scores, although many professionals felt it
was difficult and maybe “overlong”. Your Captain certainly
struggled but managed to complete the four rounds...and

was better than quite a few others!

The tining programme continues on the fairways and
should be complete by the month’s end. With decent

spring rain and feeding, we hope to see good growth and

better conditions for members to play their longer clubs off

the fairways.

The laying of the water pipe from the bore hole on Corks
to the Olives should be complete before the end of March.
This will improve the turf conditions on the fairways of

Olives, which needs attention.

The course is generally “tidy” but presentation, hand cutting
of the tees and edging the bunkers needs to be maintained.
Some bunkers (less than before) still require digging out and

re-sanding where the sand has solidified under the surface.

Members will have seen that one of the pines fronting the
green on the first of Pines has been removed, and more

work needs doing to remove excess canopies. It is in hand!

The committee would like to see evidence of new
equipment, which has been promised to take the course to
the next “level”. Without modern equipment, we will suffer
from break downs of equipment and struggle to keep our

course in pristine condition.

We remain as ever vigilant, and members should feel free

to report any conditions that they believe require attention.
